B With county shows and major shows coming up. It is an ongoing problem with getting the
correct information out there. You can preach over and over about the value of the standard
of Perfection, but it seems to go in one ear and out the other until someone they know get
taken advantage of If we can bring in a few new kids with good information from
trustworthy breeders, we will preserve our club into the next generation. There are tons of
articles on how to get good animals. But let’s talk about how not to get scammed when
looking for vour next 4 h project.

The first thing [ would like to go through 15 the money part.  You will first have to decide
how much vour budget is. Rabbits are priced from pet grade for §35 to preliminary show stock between $100-
$150. Serious contenders will be $200 and up. Don’t expect to get a serious contender without paying the show
stock price or greater. Dion’t be fooled by the price and the term grand champion either. The term grand
champion also has two definitions. ( Grand champion rabbit under ARBA is winning three classes with at least 5
animals and 3 exhibitors. Grand champion at a county show just means it was the best animal that dav. I would
alinost always take grand champion in ARBA standards any day.

But back to the price. Just because the animal has a show contender price tag doesn’t mean it 1s what it seems.
You want the seller to prove that this animal is worth the money. The seller can do that by showing vou ranking
on national sweepstake’s standings or show the most recent show reports from an ARBA show they have
attended. They don’t have to be at the top, but vou would like to see thetn at least on the rankings with some
shows attended. Try fo stay away from people who post young litters for sale, and they will sell the whole

litter. They really don’t know what they are selling, and you surely have no clue what you will end up with. You
can look on the internet at all of the national club websites, and some of them will show vou some information
with breeders in vour area. Finding someone vou can trust to give vou solid advice 1s time consuming; however,
it will pay off in the long run.

Next thing, after you have done some research and found a breeder who you are comfortable with, it is time to
decide what animal you want to get from the breeder of vour choice. It would be wise to have a standard of
perfection with vou to glance over as the zeller makes his points of why vou should purchase this animal.  The
person vou are buying from should not have a problem with discussing the rabbits with a standard. You show up
with your standard in hand with the pages ear marked for the breed vou are looking to buy, and the scammers will
get nervous. They want vou to be ignorant and will tell vou what ever they can to make a sale. They normally
cannot back it up in the standard. It is all about knowing more and asking questions that can be confirmed with
the standard. If vour questions can’t be answered, then it’s obvious that these are not the breeders to buy

from. They cannot offer any guidance that vou will need in the upcoming months. So, mun. Lol This is like car
shopping. If vou don't like the animal the seller is showing vou, something just doesn’t seem right with the info
the seller is giving vou, or it doesn’t match with the knowledge vou have from reading up on the breed, then walk
away. Sometimes vou have to go to a couple breeders before vou find what your looking for. Don’t rely on dumb
luck. Do vour research. Hope this has been helpfil and looking forward ta seeing y*all at the show table.

TRBA ROYALTY APPLICATION

This information is presented in order for appliconts to take best advantage of the application platform to express
themselves and their project. This is not an all-inclusive list of tips. nor is it intended to be a list of requirements,
though some of these tips are designed to help applicants understand the specific requirements necessary to create a
fair and manageable contest.

BASIC FORMATTING
FONT: Several most popular (and readable) fonts include: Arial, Calibri, Tahoma, Times New Roman and
Verdana. Using one of these will help make the application more readable.
FONT SIZE: Business standards, as well as these contests, use 10-point or 12-paoint type.
PAGE MARGINGS: Margins should be between Y¥inch and 1}%inches, with the most commaon size being 1 inch.,

STYLE: The indiscriminate use and overuse of font styles (bold, italic, underline, etc.) serves to diminish your
writing. Some use can be helpful, but be careful only to use it when necessary.

QUESTIONS: Make sure you copy the question above your answer. It reminds the scorers of what you have
been asked.

OTHER TIPS

DEADLIMES: Pay attention to deadlines. Late applications will sabotage your effort,

MAILING APPLICATIONS: Do not send your applications in report covers or on paper that will not scan well.
All applications will be scanned to scorers. Do not send CERTIFIED MAIL, as this may result in the application
not being delivered. Previous applications sent as “certified” were left at the local post office without
notification of needing to be picked up.

READ THE QUESTIONS: Make sure you answer the question asked! You can talk about other things as well,
but the most commaon error is not answering the questions asked.

CLARITY: Be clear and concise. Answer the question fully, but do not rely on an unnecessary volume of words
to make the point that you want to make just to fill up space for an answer to one of the questions you have
been asked, like this tip is doing! Don't use two lines if only one is needed.

GRAMMAR: Using good grammar and spelling tells the judge you are serious and careful. Ask a teacher or
other adult to help you proofread your application.

ORDER OF QUESTIONS: Occasionally, the order of questions will change from year to year. Make sure you use
the current year's questions. It is always helpful to start with your application from last year, but make sure
you properly edit for the current year.

PHOTOS: Pictures tell a lot about you and your project. Select them carefully and size thern appropriately to
tell the story. Include captions so the judges know what they are looking at and why. However, not all answers
will lend themselves to being helped by a picture. Concise use of pictures can be just as important as concise
use of language. Remember to include a physical self-portrait (similar to o school photo) that is o component of
your score and will be included on royalty posters.

ACCURATE INFORMATION: Honesty is, as always, the best policy. Be mindful of the fact that scorers, while
remaining anonymous, may be able to verify the claims made in your application. You do not want to get
caught embellishing your activities or accomplishments.

SCORING: There will be two royalty graders for each division. They are provided with a rubric modeled after
the points spread of ARBA royalty and are informed to provide constructive feedback. Please remember that
the applications are one component of the royalty contest. The grand total score of all components
determines the Royalty winner.
